Computer literacy and level-of-access have proved crucial  to the success of the ACE program in individual schools.  Please describe your own, and your class’s level of familiarity with and access to computers, ability to visit (or perhaps create) websites, etc. 

10. Does your school prohibit access to some websites? ALL ACE teachers absolutely MUST  on receipt of confirmation of participation from us, join the ACE Teachers Group online Forum at http://groups.yahoo.com/group/ACEHelp_Teachers/ - this is a Members Only group where teachers ask questions, exchange ideas, contests are posted, etc.   

(Students cannot access it!)    The school I.T. specialist should enable this access for the relevant teacher/s.    All our contests – both for teachers and students - are posted at the ACE Teachers Group Online Forum, hence the absolute necessity for teachers to join it.    

There is also a site for students to ask the ACE Experts questions, and get help in identifying their purchased Optimate coins – see http://groups.yahoo.com/group/ACEhelp/   This is not a membership restricted site, and the students should be able to access it when they have received their Optimate identifiable Roman coins.

Please note, however,  that if you are only taking part in the “Archaeological Simulation”  project, using our “worn” ancient coins, we cannot commit to helping the students identify them – the reason they are “Arch Sim” coins and so cheap is that only a small portion are identifiable as to specific ruler, though 10% and more can be identified “ generically” as to coin type and rough period using the Elementary Identifier, Scott’s Identifier and other resources under 

Attribution Project Help / Coin ID Helpers   at our site.

Does your school have the facilities in the form of a scanner or digital camera, which may be used to take images for posting on your web site or emailing as an attachment to ACE, so that we may see your progress, help with identification of the coins, etc.    (Detailed help on taking an image of a coin using a scanner or a digital camera may be found along with many other useful documents on the ACE website.)

Success of the ACE program requires a time-commitment.  Do you feel your normal curriculum allows sufficient time for teacher and students to devote to enrichment activities, like those arising from the ACE coin preparation and identification, as well as essay projects and Image Contests? It has been our experience that the enthusiasm, energy, creativeness, and time devoted by the teacher to the ACE project is essential in making the difference between an ordinary lesson and an experience whereby the students really feel energized and appreciate that they are “holding history in their hands”.... including activities such as creating a web site to display your student’s coins,  and/or having a Roman coin period where the students’ coin preparation and attribution is combined with History and Classical studies.   We expect participating teachers to “arouse and sustain enthusiasm” in their classes for this unique “hands on” experience.

………… “IDDs”  These are “Identified” coins -  Roman bronze mainly early 4th century coins at $7.50. each.  ( “When available”  AR Silver ancient coins at $15.00).   Obviously this takes longer than ordering our standard  “Optimate” coins or Arch Sim worn coins-  if you wish your selection of  “Identified” coins to include Ancient Coins other than Roman, such as Macedonian Greek, Byzantine, Holyland, Eastern, etc – you will need to contact us to see what is available at any one time,  as it varies quite a lot....we send you a draft list before sending these to you to make sure we are both on the same track and you are happy!!

c)    “ Arch Sim” worn ancient coins ( mainly Roman 4th Cent / Constantinian etc) .. These are now $14 per 100 and $7.50 for 50.   If this is your only order then you “must” order 100 since it is not feasible for us to just to bill and ship 50 for $7.50.    For details – see under “ Archaeological Sim.” in the Left hand column on our Home page.      

d)   In order to take part in our annual Contests .... minimum 3 per annum

 ( see our site – essay and image contests)  where your school’s winning student per contest receives an identified ancient coin (mainly Roman) , our Teachers Specials and other benefits, each participating school must purchase a minimum of 12 Optimates.    If you want to take part just in our contests,  without coin purchase, there is an annual fee of $40 for which we will bill you.

e)    In due course,  when your order is confirmed and your invoice emailed to you, your payment should be made out to Ancient Coins for Education Inc., ….

& sent to the specified ACE address on the invoice.     

Your school/class will be registered and confirmation with your school registration number will be sent you  - you need this number for some contests.   

f)    Please note that later requests for “extra”coins will incur a separate S&H fee, so it is wiser to order all you will need at the beginning.
