 Old Teaching Aids Creating New Stir

It has been a long time since anyone has seen the latest teaching aids used by students at [SCHOOL NAME & LOCATION]… something on the order of 1600 years, in fact.

Students in [TEACHER NAME AND CLASS] have been attributing and studying ancient Roman coins as part of a project sponsored by a non-profit, charitable organization called Ancient Coins for Education.   ACE provided a set of unattributed Roman coins along  with a sample identified ancient Roman coin,  a resource CD, and online discussion groups to aid students in researching the emperor, inscriptions, and reverse images of their coins.   The students also had the opportunity to participate in a series of nationwide essay and other competitions on topics relating to Roman history, with finalists, chosen by an ACE panel of 20 judges, awarded books and prize ancient Roman  coins, both silver and bronze. The coins ACE provides typically come from the 4th century C.E., a period of the Roman Empire when inflation was rampant and emperors resorted to mass production of small bronze coins.  Available for about two dollars each, the coins provide an affordable means for students to experience a direct connection to an ancient civilization.  Latin and history teachers see the fascination of students who can explore the possibilities of how the coins were spent, who owned them, how they were made, and where they may have traveled.

ACE was launched in 2001 by several individuals from internet discussion groups of ancient coins with generous support from dealers and private numismatists who were concerned about the future of classical education.  This past year the organization distributed the coin project and study materials to over 100 different schools from California to Canada and also in England, and extended the programs into college curricula as well.
